In this issue of the Variometer you will fmd a copy of the new 2008 KSA directory. We did our best to keep it accurate, but given my typing skills and the penmanship some of you have ( or don't have) there could be errors. Please check your data to make sure it is correct. If you find any problems just let me know and I will correct it in the next revision, which may be real soon if there are very many corrections needed. 

A special thanks to all of you who showed up to help out on the annual work day. We accomplished quite a bit. Hundreds of downed tree limbs were cleared away. The hangers were cleaned up a little, and some waterproofing was applied to part of the long hangers roof. The power line to the gas pump was put back up. One of the support poles on the shelter was replaced. Many of the tie downs on the ramp were marked with paint circles. The towplane and some of the gliders got baths. The engine on our new sprayer got its carburetor and fuel tank cleaned. A large area on the ramp and runway got swept. Several areas were mowed. The bathrooms got some sprucing up. I know I'm missing other items, but you should get the idea. All in all we accomplished a lot. Thanks! 

During the last three or four weeks there have been major projects undertaken to improve the infrastructure at Sunflower. The first was the acquisition of our own sprayer so we can keep the weeds on the runway and ramp areas under control. It has a five horsepower motor, sprays a twenty foot wide path and has a two-hundred gallon tank. It will allow us to spray whenever we need to for significantly less money. Thanks to Ed Neidert in Ulysses for his efforts in locating this item. Shurley and I drove out and picked it up. 

The second item is the brand new John Deere Gator with a ten horsepower sweeper on the front which Bill Seed purchased. Bill is allowing the club to use this for runway and ramp sweeping to remove the sand and chat from these areas. The JD is kept in the locked hanger. You must be checked out by Bill or a club officer prior to using it. This will be a huge help in protecting our propellers and gliders. Thanks Bill! 

The third item is the loan of a riding mower by Pat Ensign. It is also kept in the locked hanger. It will be used primarily for moving gliders during periods of flying, but can be used for mowing at other times. With a mower always up there we should be able to keep up with the grass and weed mowing since we won't have to drag one up from Wichita all the time. Thanks Pat! 

The fourth item was the hiring of a paving contractor to grind off over four-hundred linear feet of buckles and bumps on the runway. This job was finished last Monday. Many of the areas where the buckles were removed now have a small hole. I need some volunteers to help fill and pack these with some asphalt patch. If you can drive or run a shovel please give me a call.

The fifth, and most significant item, is some new coating for the runway. Two years ago we got an area forty feet by twenty-five hundred feet coated. We couldn't afford the good stuff, so we went with a lower priced alternative which we were told would work okay for a low traffic surface such as our runway. It didn't. This time we are going to use the real stuff. If you have landed at Strother Field in the last three years you have been on the stuff we will be using. After three years and numerous snow plowings it still looks great. Bill Seed has stepped up and offered to pay for an area sixty feet by five-thousand feet to be coated with this material. This new surface will be applied around the first week of June. We can not say thank you to Bill enough to cover all he does for us, but here goes. Thank You Bill!!!!!
